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        RANDALL CONSOLIDATED SCHOOL BOARD MEETING
Special Board Meeting Minutes, February 26, 2011

Mrs. Iselin called the Special Meeting of the Randall School Board to order at 8:00 A.M.

Roll Call:  Mr. Franzen, Mr. Nolan, Mr. O’Connell, Mrs. Iselin – Board members.  Mr. Jones – absent.
Dr. Bloom -  Administrator, Mrs. Gebhard-Dyer, Business Manager, Mr. Lawrence – Principal, 

and Mrs. Borowski - Secretary.
Mrs. Iselin welcomed everyone in attendance.  Dr. Bloom read an opening statement.
Provisions of the State Budget Repair Bill and anticipated 2011-3013 State Budget and possible impacts on the Randall Consolidated School District:   Dr. Bloom reviewed where the budget bill process stands and that there are possible impacts that may happen to Randall School.  There are no answers at this time, but they will be provided when decisions have been made at the State level.  

Randall Consolidated School District budget projections and scenarios, including the possible reduction of staff positions in light of state funding for schools and projected district revenue limits during the 2011-2013 biennium:  Dr. Bloom commented on projections and scenarios involved with this process.  Mrs. Gebhard-Dyer presented information on Factors Used in the Budget Calculation.  She reviewed  Revenues, Expenditures and Unknowns & Other Considerations Not Incorporated in Budget.  She also discussed possible areas where savings could be found.  Everything is subject to change.
Consideration and possible issuance of preliminary notices of nonrenewal of individual employment contracts of licensed employees, such contracts being subject to the nonrenewal provisions of Wisconsin Statute 118.22:
Dr. Bloom presented the list of names to receive preliminary notice.  
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The following names were read:  Rebecca Baker, Teri Bartsch, Nicole Hacker, Kristen Kovalaske, Kim Massarelli, Ryan McBurney, Kelly Jo McGinley, Lisa Merfeld, Traci Rabelhofer, and Stacy Smith.  A Nolan / Franzen motion was made to accept the ten Randall teachers, mentioned above, issuance of preliminary notices of nonrenewal in accordance with the requirements of Wisconsin State Statute 118.22; motion carried.
Consideration and possible issuance of layoff notices to teachers for the 2011-2012 school year.  Discussion of Memorandum of Understanding proposed by Southern Lakes United Educators:  Dr. Bloom reviewed Article VIII Layoffs.  He explained that legal counsel recommends that Randall not enter into a Memorandum of Understanding proposed by Southern Lakes United Educators.  

An Iselin / O’Connell motion was made to accept the ten Randall teachers, to be mentioned, who will be issued layoff notices in accordance with the provisions of Article VIII – Layoffs of the Collective Bargaining Agreement.  Those ten staff members are:  Teri Bartsch, Ryan McBurney, Kristen Kovalaske, Kelly Jo McGinley, Kim Massarelli, Traci Rabelhofer, Rebecca Baker, Lisa Merfeld, Stacy Smith, and Nicole Hacker;  Motion carried.
