Band Parent Meeting
January 18, 2011   3:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. 

Mrs. Poczkalski read the minutes from November 16, 2010 meeting.  A motion by Mrs. Barker, with a second by Mrs. Boyle approved the minutes as read.

Mrs. Diedrich read the treasurer’s report.  A motion by Mrs. Cordova, with a second by Mrs. Barker approved the treasurer’s report as read.

Our annual pizza fund-raiser will once again be sponsored by Mr. Z’s.  Mr. Mike Lulling was there to talk about the fund-raiser and treated us to many delicious samples from the catalogs that we will be selling from.  The kick off will be on Wednesday, February 09, 2011. Order forms, with payment, will be due by Tuesday, February 22nd.  Mrs. Severt will be mailing in order forms on Friday, February 25.  The product pick up date is Friday, March 18, in the cafeteria from 4:00 -6:30 P.M.  The Food Court brochure will yield a profit of about 38%, where the Crisp brochure yields a 50% profit.

Prizes for selling products are as follows:

Sell 35 items – seller may choose a cash reward, in the form of a debit card. The debit card will be in a parents name and will be sent approx. 3 weeks after the sale.  

Sell 50 items -seller may choose an overnight stay for 4, including water park passes, at the Key Lime Cove in Gurnee, Illinois.  Prizes from the prize brochure are forfeited if the Key Lime Cove is chosen.  Sellers do not get the overnight stay and prizes from the prize brochure. The Band Parent portion of the Key Lime Cove certificate is $50.00 per certificate.
Additionally, in order for an online item to count toward the total items sold, the item must be at least $6.00. 

The Band Banquet is tentatively set for Tuesday, May 24, 2011 at 6:30 P.M.  Prices will remain the same as last year:  Adult - $5.00, Student - $1.00, 4 years old and under are FREE. A student age 5 will cost $1.00.  Mrs. Poczkalski will contact Mrs. Grocke to see if they will again cater our event.  The menu is planned to be the same as last year, however, we are asking 4th and 5th grade families to bring a dessert, and 6/7/8th grade families to bring a salad or side dish.  Mrs. Tracy suggested that we have milk as a beverage option.  A committee will be formed to help the organization of the banquet.  A list of names and phone numbers were gathered at the meeting from those interested in helping out.  Mrs. Vanderloop and Ms. Bauer will be able to email parents with the invitation and reminders of the date and what to bring.  The invitation may also be available online through the Randall website under Band.  The tickets will be eliminated this year.  In addition, a return portion of the invitation, with payment and total number attending, will need to be returned to school. Upon arrival to the banquet, there will be several check in lines for families as they enter the school. It was discussed that 8th grade families go first through the food line, followed by 7th grade and so on until all are served.  This will be discussed and finalized at a later date.
Mrs. Vanderloop’s report:     Thursday, January 20, 2011 is Breber night for the 4th graders.  Parents will meet with Breber Music to discuss purchasing instruments. 

On Thursday, January 27 at 6:30 P.M., the 4th grade band will be playing at the winter concert, as well as 3rd and 4th grade music, and 4th grade music excel.  

The 5th grade band did a great job at their winter concert on December 16, 2010.

Ms. Bauer’s report:  The African drumming groups are going well and the winter concert on December 16th went very well.  The Honor’s band, which took place on January 12th, went great.  A select number of students, as well as students from area schools, went to Wilmot High School for the day and practiced the songs that they would be playing for concert that same evening.  
On March 12, 2011 Bristol school will host the District Solo Ensemble.  This is for 6/7/8th grade students.  All students will perform in front of a judge.  The 6th graders will be critiqued on how they performed, while the 7th and 8th graders will be given a more extensive grade for their performance.  
Randall will be hosting their annual Local solo ensemble Thursday, February 24th from 3:30-7:00 P.M.  Solos will be judged and given a rating ranging from 1-5.  The 4th grade Local solo ensemble will be held on March 17th at 3:45, 4:45, and 5:45.  Students are given a time at which they will perform.  

New Business:  Nomination of Board members for the 2011-2012 school year took place.  Mrs. Severt and Mrs. Poczkalski will be stepping down, as they will no longer have a child in band at Randall and become ineligible for a board position.  Mrs. Diedrich agreed to stay on as Treasurer and Mrs. Schleusner will remain the President.  The Vice President and Secretary remain open.

On Friday, February 4th, Breber Music will be here at Randall to look through our current instrument stock.  They will let us know the condition of the instruments and recommend repairs.

A motion by Mrs. Cordova, with a second by Mrs. Wallace adjourned the meeting at 5:00 P.M.
