It was discussed that we would like to stay with accepting only one check per order, however, the check must clear the bank before any items are distributed.  Mrs. Smith volunteered to help with this event.
We will not be doing the soup fundraiser this year.  We will be helping with Market Day on Wednesday, February 16, 2011 (Elementary Band) and on Wednesday, March 16, 2011 (Jr. High Band).  

We discussed the need for more help with the Band Banquet in the spring.  Parents of 8th graders should not have to be in the kitchen while their child is being recognized during the banquet.  There was discussion on possibly forming a committee and having a separate meeting to help with the coordination of this event.
